From the Pastor

This is my Father’s world, and to my listening ears
all nature sings, and round me rings the music of the
spheres.

There are no frozen lakes where | grew up in Los Angeles
county. When I moved to New England | was mystified by
a lake | often passed as | walked my dogs. There were
these odd noises. | could not tell where they were
coming from because they seemed to come from all
around. There were cracks and booms like there was
construction somewhere. Sometimes it sounded like a
water cooler. At other times it sounded like a big sheet
of metal being rattled. Sometimes | was reminded of the
songs of humpback whales. What were these noises?

The other mystery was the rocks | would see littering the
ice. They could not have gotten there by themselves.
They were all a stone’s throw from the shore. Clearly
they had been thrown there by someone. But why? Why
would someone spoil the pristine beauty of a frozen lake
by throwing rocks at it? Ultimately my curiosity got the
better of me. | picked up a rock and threw it. It skipped
across the ice like a stone skipping on water. With each
skip the entire lake sounded off like a plucked piano
string. The resonant sound seemed to be coming from
everywhere. The whole lake was in fact a giant musical
instrument and it had been singing to me.

Ancient people believed there was music everywhere that
we cannot hear. Even the stars and planets set the sky
humming as they moved across the firmament, like a
string across a bow. It was called the music of the
spheres. This phrase is found in the first verse of the
well-known hymn “This Is My Father’s World.” The
author celebrated the ever-present God, who continually
reveals himself through the sights and sounds of his
creation: sunlight, bird’s song, rustling grass. God speaks
to us everywhere.

All this is to remind us that even at times when the
wrong seems oft so strong, God is the ruler yet. We
. need only have listening ears and eyes that are able to
see how God shines in all that’s fair.
